1. Always make sure the driver bit or drill bit is securely in the drill chuck.____      
2. Always wear eye protection when drilling with a cordless drill. ____
3. Always be aware of where you are drilling or putting a screw.  Wires, plumbing, etc. can be hidden where you are working. ____
4. After the screw is started, always keep your hands away from the screw so if the bit slips off the screw head, it will not hit your hand. ____
5. If the drill has a keyed chuck, always remove the chuck wrench before turning the tool on. ____
6. Never leave a drill motor on top of a ladder. ____
7. Always keep your clothing and hair away from the drill bit. ____

8. Always examine the electric drill before using it.  Make sure the power cord is in good condition and the bit is in good condition and tight. ____
9. Always use the accessory handle if there is any possibility of the bit getting bound and the tool twisting. ____

10. Use the peck drill method of clearing the bit by lifting it out of the hole periodically to clean out shavings.  If you do not do this, the bit can bind in the hole. ____

11. Be aware that bits are hot after use.  Handle them with gloves, or allow them to cool. ____
