Planer Safety
True / False Test

1. Always inspect wood before sending it through the planer for nails, bows, rocks, etc.


2. Always wear eye and optional hearing protection when using the planer

3. Never use a push stick that is thicker than your material


4. Always keep your hands out of the planer, never push past the opening


5. Never cut more than 1/16th off at a time


6. Always set the planer depth for the exact thickness of your material on the first pass


7. Only turn the depth handle a ½ rotation per pass


8. Never reach into the machine to pull stuck material while the planer is on

9. Material must be at least 13” long for the large planer and 6” long for the small

10. Never send material through cross grain.  Only send the same direction of the grain

11. Use a jointer or the “hot glue” technique for bowed or twisted material


I have read and understand the above safety rules regarding the planer.  I have also been given hands on instruction, and have practiced these safety rules under the supervision of a construction trainer.
