Project #2
Notching / Fitting

This is a project that demands being careful.  Much cutting and notching is done with the band saw, chisel, and compound slide saw, and with each there are dangers.


The purpose of this project is to teach you to make accurate cuts, what it takes to make something fit together well, and to get used to some of the machines.


The puzzle works with hard wood and is not forgiving if you do it wrong, however, you end up with a useful gift if done correct.  Remember, I want you to learn how to do it right, so if you mess up, start over again, go slower next time, and get a good grade.

I am looking for 1/16-in. accuracy.  If you turn it in when it is more than 1/16th off, I will take it and grade it, but know that you are lazy, because I know you can do it right.


Band Saw:  Make sure the work-piece is lying flat.  Turn off the machine before backing out of a cut.  Always cut relief cuts first.  Go slow.  Cut on the inside of your lines; you can always take off more later.

Chisel:  Keep all body parts away from front of blade.  Lock work-piece inside a vice.  Take shallow cuts. Always set chisel down with the blade up.

Compound Slide Saw:  Make sure the work-piece is held firmly against the back fence.  Is the angle set where you want it?  Always cut less than you need to the first time.  There are many different ways to do either of these projects: be creative and find out what works best.  


Take your time, and be safe!
